  Hitcher Tightener, this keeps your hitch from rattling

  Humidifier, this keeps your trailer air from being too dry when using the AC and especially the heater. Use distilled water.

  Tongue Cover, you want to get two of these, especially if you have a motorized lift.

  Spiral Hose, you want to get this when you are on a site with full hookup. You can use this to do two things, wash stuff and use it to clean out your tanks. There are stuff you can buy along with this like a hose splitter, etc.

  90 degree hose adapter, I have not used this yet, but i will on next trip with hook up, it is suppose to keep tension on the fresh water hose line.

  Gun Safe, get this to store you hand gun, do not get the biometric because in an emergency, trying to get your thumb or finger just right will not be quick. I mounted mine under the sink.

  Dog Leash, this is good if you want to your dog roam and still be able to get him.

  Dog Collar, this helps to keep eye on them at night. Also doubles as a marker for your trailer when you are coming back and it is dark.

  Appliance tie down, if you plan on getting a microwave or something you want to tie down, there are two flavors, this link and this other link.
  USB charger with outlet, something you want to consider.

  Keysafe, drill this on the side of you tongue and put your spare key in it. Also get the cover.

  Digital Tire Gauge, get this to always check your tire before you head out.

  Sewer Hose support, you will need this, get the appropriate length you link you will need, I just the ten footer, if you park it just right, you won't be further than that. Obviously, get a sewer hose.

  Sewer Hose 90 degree adapter, I recommend this, it helps.

  Fresh water hose, you will need to get two of these, one for your primary use, the second will likely be used when you are at home since one hose will likely not reach your inlet.

  Fresh water filter, i recommend having it closer to the faucet than the RV because it keep tension off your RV receptacle. There are arguements where to put it. 

  USB chargers, this a good one for all your electronics, obviously get the necessary cables you need for your devices.

  Parking assist, this help you mark the spot where your tire needs to be.

  15 to 30a adapter, this helps when you are at home to plug in your trailer, remember this is not meant to be used with Microwave or AC, just to keep it charged or use the electronics when you are home.

  Mini Dish tray, self explanatory, this helps a lot.

  Dog feet cleaner, if ever you decide to bring your dog, this helps.

  Multi purpose funnel, this is for your  generator.

  Outdoor temperature monitor, I put the one outside by the tongue, this helps monitor what the outside temperature is.

  50a to 30a power adapter, some places only have 50a outlets.

  Levels, I use two of these, one to measure left and right, and the other front to back.

  Outdoor grill, this keeps keeping smelly food outside like bacon or fish.

  Propane extension, to be used for the outdoor grill, this gives you a ten foot extension, I bought two.

  Plate set, I used the bamboo, but get what you think and utensils. Although, disposal plates and cups makes more sense.

  Mini Kettle, perfect for making hot water for coffee

  clip on 12v clip, directly clip this to the batter, to be used for the items below.

  12v extension, for the air compressor.

  Air compressor, use this prior to leaving to make sure your tires are good.

  Generator cover, this is a must if you get a generator, I will have a link to the generator.

  Generator, you will need two of these.

  Twin generator cable, this combines both generators to produce 30A's. I am assuming the one you will get is a 30A trailer, otherwise, you will need a 50A some hose.

  Generator magnetic dip stick, this acts like a filer, a must.

  Generator timer, regardless which generator you get, you must get this timer. This will help keeping multiple generators have the safe use and also when to change oil.

  Generator oil, use genuine stuff.

  Fuel tank, keeps extra gas for your generator, anything bigger becomes harder to carry and stow.

  Fuel stabilizer, use this for your fuel tank and generator if not in use.

  Towing mirror, doesn't matter which one you want, but get a towing mirror. Helps to label one of them "Driver" just so you know which one, this will help minimize adjustments.

  Tow mirror bag, helps to protect it. 

  Surge protector, keep in mind, this is a 30A version, but helps to protect your trailer when plugged in.

  Sink water filter, just an added filter for drinking.

  Receiver lock, your don't want someone stealing your receiver.

  Sewer solution for your home, if you don't have a drain for your trailer, you can have this and use your clean out valve in your house to dump your waste. I love this thing. You will need to but an adapter for your clean out valve that you can get at the tampa hardware store.

  Sewer extension, you will need to get how ever many of these to reach your clean out valve, I had to get only one of these.

  Sewer extension adapter, you will likely need this to get it to fit, but check.

  Wheel chocks, obvious reasons.

  Tire lock, obvious reasons.

  Emergency backpack, to keep in trailer/car.

  Emergency radio, to keep in each trailer/car.

  Solar usb charger, to keep in the trailer/car

  Lock for your receiver, you will have an eye hook to put this through, prevents anyone from locking your trailer. See mine if you need use.

  Emergency matches, keep one in each car.

  Trailer plug cover, helps to protect plug from elements.

  Break away cable, much cleaner than stock.

  Tire leveler, if you have a single axel, this is a must. I have not used mine yet, but use blocks is a pain in the ass. This seems promising.

  Emergency solar flash light, obvious.

  Pocket wall file, helps to organize phones, tables, etc. comes in very handy. This is a shallow version, most are deep, but this is nice and shallow.

  Hitch Ball Cover, you need to lube your hitch ball, and you need this cover because that grease will get in clothes, trust me, I have lost a few pants because I didn't have this.

  Hitch ball lube, keeps stuff smooth

  Holding tank treatment, the best.

  Get a set of walkie talkies.

  Rear hitch, I had a dealer installed receiver hitch for bike mounts etc. Mine was only designed for 200lbs. But I recommend if your trailer does not have a trailer hitch, to get one in the back.

  Get a tool box to hold all the little nick nacks. Keeping them organized is key. Again, you can see what I did to give you ideas. Key smaller ones so you can organize what is in each one.

  Consider getting a factory installed DirecTV dish. See me on this before you do.

  Consider getting a factory installed Solar panel.

  Consider upgrading your batteries to a maintenance free AGM batteries, expensive, but worth it especially if you get the solar panel.

  Consider getting the extended warranty.

  Get a bright head light flash light with the strap going over your head.

  Get good gloves

  Get disposal gloves especially when handling sewer stuff.

  Get Lysol spray or something disinfectant for the sewer stuff.

  To this day, I feel like it never ends. I keep learning stuff that I need to get.
