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INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE OF PRESSURE SYSTEM

The Airstream pressure water system is designed to provide water at the
faucets in the trailer when not attached to a trailer park water system.

The pressure tank may be filled in either of two ways:

1. Close all faucets in trailer (galley, shower, toilet,

etc.). httach water hose to hose bib on.bottom of

trailer below tank. Open hose bib valve and allow T
water to flow into tank until pressure in tank is ek o Rl
equal to water pressure of city water system.

Due to iron and lime deposits in water obtainable in various parts

of the country, it is advisable to clean tank occasionally with

bicarbonate of soda poured in filler neck with several gallons of

water and allowed to stand for several hours. Flush by putting hose

in filler neck and opening hose bib underneath until water is clear.

When using trailer in trailer park, connect hose in regular manner -
to hose bib under tank and water will flew through tank to faucets.

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INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE OF AIRSTREAM SEPTIC TANK

Our septic tank is really a holding tank which, with a little conservation of
water, will allow use of the toilet away from sewer facilities for several days.

Its operation is quite simple:

When use of the tank is anticipated, the valve below the tank on
. the bnliam of the trailer should be pushed closed. ;;;1;';'--

.Whl nﬂying the tank, attach sewer hose to uwngn outlet ﬂ‘n;- '
pull open Ihe valve.

When hooked up to regular trailer park sewer system, leave vulva
open to allow drainage.

When ready to leave park, close valve,

Remember, this tank holds only the dischorge from the toilet, not from sinks or
shower. Therefore, woter running out of the drain does not indicate o leaking septic
tank valve but probably just that the sink or shower is draining.

If the toilet will no longer drain, this is an indication that the tank is full and will
require emptying. ...watch this closely for when the tank is full the sewage cannot
be emptied from toilet bowl. We like the "direct-drop-out" feature of this tank:
You can open your septic tank valve, go inside, step on the dump valve pedal and
look right through the septic tank to the ground beneath. This septic tank can never
clog.

We recommend Airstream’s specially designed sewer hose for use with this tank. Ask
your dealer for details,
