San Juan Public Lands roads are usually open by this time of year, but because of the very heavy snows this winter, most National Forest and BLM roads are still snow packed and closed.  When the snow does begin to melt, saturated roads will remain closed.  If the runoff season is severe, slumps and landslides may also affect access to backcountry roads.  San Juan Public Lands officials continue to monitor road conditions, and National Forest and BLM roads will be opened as soon as possible.
